



























































































































































27 Aug (JWE, JPU); and 5 were at RMBS on 27 Aug (JWE. JPU).
Several observers reported Lesser Yellowlegs into late Oct this
fall, including 14 at Big Lake SP, Holt Co., on 11 Oct (TR); 2 at
WD (Sandy Slough) on 21 Oct (JWE): 2 at SOCA on 28 Oct (SD): 1
at Montrose CA, Henry Co., 28 Oct (SD); and 2 at Winfield Slough.
Lincoln Co., on 29 Oct (BR). Very few Upland Sandpipers were
observed this season, with the latest being 1 at SCNWR on 28 Aug
(TR). The sole report of Red Knot was 1 at Bean Lake, Platte Co.,
on 8 Oct (DW). Small numbers of Sanderling also were seen. the
most notable being 4 at WD on 17 Sep (JPU), and the last at
SOCA on 30 Sep (DRi et al.). Three Western Sandpipers at
SCNWR on 7 Nov were on the late side (TR). Least Sandpiper
were seen to the end of the period, with some notable late high
counts: 107 at WD (Sandy Slough) on 11 Oct (JWE); and 100 at
Montrose CA, Henry Co., on 28 Oct (SD). November sightings in-
cluded 7 at WD (Sandy Slough) on 19 Nov (JWE); 11 at WD on 22
Nov (SS, Bruce & Eric Schuette); and small flocks at OSCA.
Stoddard Co., and TMP on 25 Nov (SD, BRe). A late Baird’s
Sandpiper was at SCNWR on 7 Nov (TR). Small flocks of Pecto-
ral Sandpiper were reported, with the latest being 1 at OSCA,
Stoddard Co., on 25 Nov (SD, BRe): and 2 at Fountain Grove CA,
Linn-Livingston Co., on 28 Nov (SK). The few reports of Dunlin
were 2 at WD (Sandy Slough) on 21 Oct; 1 at Confluence SP, St.
Charles Co., on 1 Nov; and 6 at RMBS on 5 Nov (JWE). Stilt
Sandpipers that were on the late side included 1 at Winfield
Slough, Lincoln Co., on 29 Oct (BR): and 6 at SCNWR on 7 Nov
(TR). All sightings of Buff-breasted Sandpiper were in Aug, and
the latest and largest flock was 12 at SCNWR on 26 Aug (TR). The
first report of Long-billed Dowitcher was of 2 at Columbia Bot-
tom CA, St. Louis Co., on 7 Oct (BR). High count was 98 at Big
Lake SP, Holt Co., 11-19 Oct (TR); and the latest were 12 at
SCNWR on 8 Nov (TR). A Dowitcher that could not be identified
to species was at Bean Lake, Platte Co., on 18 Nov (RF). The first
Wilson's Snipe was 1 at CCNWR on 13 Aug (JWE); the latest in
northern Missouri were 6 at BCA on 18 Nov (MT) and 1 at
SCNWR on 28 Nov (TR). The peak count was 66 at SCNWR on 26
Aug (TR). Only three reports of single Wilson's Phalaropes were
received: WD, Lincoln Co., on 2 Aug (Eric Schuette); SOCA on 3
Sep (ILB, CB); and Union Ridge CA, Adair Co., on 20 Oct (PW). A
juv Laughing Gull first appeared at RMBS on 12 Sep (JWE),
where there were 2 juv 24 Sep-7 Oct (BR, CM, JWE, JPM). An-
other single 1t year bird (*) was at SL 5-11 Sep (DW, JH, RF), and
an ad (*) was at SCNWR on 19 Sep (LL. SK). The earliest Frank-
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lin's Gulls were 2 imm. at RMBS. St. Charles Co., on 12 Sep
(JWE) and 65 at SCNWR on 19 Sep. (TR). Peak counts were rela-
tively low this season: 100 at THR on 14 Oct (JWE) and 600 at SL
on 28 Oct (JWE). Two late imm and 1 breeding plumage ad re-
mained at RMBS on 26 Nov (JWE). Bonaparte's Gulls first ap-
peared on 20 Sep. when 8 were at Mark Twain Lake, Monroe Co.
(JWE). Peak numbers were at THR, where 300 were seen 14 & 22
Oct, which built to 600 by 28 Oct, and declined to 125 by 19 & 25
Nov (JWE). First-of-season Herring Gulls were 3 at RMBS, 19
Aug (BR). Lesser Black-backed Gull reports were all from
RMBS: an ad in Ellis Bay on 11 Sep (CM, CA), a 1st winter bird on
7 Oct JWE. CM, JPU), and 2juv on 18 Nov (CM). A 1st winter
Glaucous Gull was found at RMBS on 18 Nov (Nick Barber), and
was present through at least 21 Nov (JWE). Sabine's Gulls in-
cluded 1 imm at SL, 11-25 Sep (DW. KM, RF, m. obs.); and up to 3
at THR. the first sighted on 23 Sep (JPU), 2-3 on 24 Sep (EW. PW,
m. obs.), and 1 remaining on 25 Sep (SK). The highest count for
Caspian Tern was 56 at THR on 9 Sep (JWE). Common Tern
first appeared on 26 Aug. when 3 were at the Hwy 118 wetlands,
Holt Co. (TR). One was late at SL on 9 Oct (RF), but an imm was
record late at RMBS on 22 Oct (JPU**). There were few reports of
Forester's Tern, with the high being 13 at Creve Coeur Lake, St.
Louis Co. on 11 Oct (JWE): and 1 being at SL on 28 Oct, three
days after the late date in Robbins and Easterla (1992). Least
Tern sightings included 1 at Lake Contrary, Buchanan Co. on 3
Aug (LLL); 3 at St. Joseph. Buchanan Co., on 19 Aug (LL, SK); and
1 at the I- 29 wetlands, Laukemper's Wetland, Holt Co.; 26 Aug
(TR). Large groups of Black Tern included 150+ at WD on 3 Aug
(SS); 40 at WD on 26 Aug (JWE). 38 at THR on 9 Sep (JWE), and
100 at MSL on 9 Sep (DE).

DOVES THROUGH WOODPECKERS

A second site in the state exceeded 100 Eurasian Collared-
Doves this season: 100+ along a railroad near grain elevators in
Chillicothe, Livingston Co. on 5 Nov (SK). A late Yellow-billed
Cuckoo was near Patterson, Wayne Co. on 28 Oct (NY). Single
Greater Roadrunners in Newton Co. were south of Neosho by
the YMCA 15 & 25 Oct (JCa) and 3 km west of Diamond, Newton
Co. 3 Sep-16 Nov (JCa, fide LH). Single Long-eared Owls were
at Grand Trace CA, Harrison Co. on 31 Oct and at the site where a
pair nested last spring in southeast Livingston Co. on 1 Nov (SK).

The high count for Short-eared Owl was 6 at CCNWR on 19 Nov
(JWE). Notable numbers of migrating Common Nighthawk in-
cluded 104 in Crestwood, St. Louis Co. on 10 Sep (JWE): 804 in
Kirkwood, St. Louis Co. on 11 Sep (JWE); and 100+ on the N. W.
Missouri State Campus, Maryville, Nodaway Co. on 26 Sep (DE).
Late single birds were seen on 9 Oct on both the N. W. Missouri
State Campus, Maryville, Nodaway Co. (DE) and in Brentwood,
St. Louis Co. JWE). A late Whip-poor-will was calling 16 km
north of Rogersville, Webster Co. on 30 Sep (Andrew Kinslow). A
special concern rangewide is possible loss of large chimneys used
by staging Chimney Swifts; thus, an observation of 950 at North
Middle School in Joplin, Jasper Co. on 18 Sep is noteworthy (LH).
A late Ruby-throated Hummingbird was in Greene Co. on 28
Nov (Doris Whitcher). Two Rufous Hummingbirds were re-
ported: an ad male west of Dearborn, Buchanan Co., on 10 Aug
(fide Tom Nagel); and an imm fem in Cape Girardeau, Cape
Girardeau Co., 14-30 Nov+ (Wes Mueller, Lanny Chambers;
banded). A late Yellow-bellied Sapsucker was at SCNWR on 11
Nov (TR). A solid white (leucistic) Downy Woodpecker was seen
at CCNWR on 27 Aug (JPU, JWE). Pileated Woodpeckers are
becoming more prevalent in northwest Missouri, where 2-3 were
found at Bob Brown CA, Holt Co. on 15 Aug (MR); 1-3 were at
Trudeau CA, Atchison Co. on 15 Aug (MR); and 1 was at SCNWR
on 25 Nov (Sherry Leonardo, m. obs.).

FLYCATCHERS THR OUGH WRENS

Single Olive-sided Flycatchers were observed on four occa-
sions, including Rush Bottoms CA, Holt Co. on 23 Aug (TR);
SCNWR on 2 Sep (TR); and St. Joseph, Buchanan Co. on 6 & 14
Sep (JH). A late Eastern Wood Pewee was in TGP, St. Louis on
7 Oct (JWE). Single Yellow-bellied Flycatcher observations this
fall included St. Louis city on 3 Sep (MT); St. Joseph, Buchanan
Co. on 4 Sep (JH); Watkins Mill SP, Clay Co. on 6 Sep (KM); MWC
on 17 Sep (JH: banded); and Valley Watermill, Greene Co. on 20
Sep (LH). Alder Flycatcher were first seen on 4 Aug: 3 at Bob
Brown CA, Holt Co., and 1 at Dupree CA, Buchanan Co. (MR). Ad-
ditional sightings included 2 at Deroin Bend CA, Atchison Co. on 8
Aug (TR) and a high count of 16 at Bob Brown CA, Holt Co. and
Dupree CA, Buchanan Co. on 15 Aug (MR). The latest was 1 in
Greene Co. on 31 Aug (DT). The sole report of Least Flycatcher
was 6 at Rush Bottoms CA, Holt Co. on 23 Aug (TR). A late East-
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ern Phoebe was at MSL on 14 Oct (DE). A flock of 20 Eastern
Kingbirds was at MSL on 26 Aug (DE). Scissor-tailed Fly-
catcher is rare in eastern Missourl, so an imm seen 1.5 km south
of Morley, Scott Co. on 19-20 Sep is noteworthy (Jim Robins). A
high count of 42 was tallied in Billings, Christian Co. on 2 Oct
(JCa). Single Loggerhead Shrikes were at BKL on 13 Aug (SS,
JWE), THR on 28 Oct (JWE), the Montrose Area, St. Clair Co. on
29 Oct (JWE), and Maple Leaf Lake CA, Lafayette Co. on 7 Oct
(EW). The only reported Northern Shrike was near Poosey CA,
northwest Livingston Co., on 6-9 Nov (SK, LL, Myrna Carlton).
Bell's Vireo reports included 11 at Bob Brown CA, Holt Co., on 15
Aug MR); 2 at Dupree CA, Buchanan Co. on 15 Aug (MR); 6 at
TRW on 23 Aug (SK); and 1 at BKL on 27 Aug (JPU, JWE). A total
of 15 Blue-headed Vireos was banded this fall at MWC (JH).
One at Silva, Wayne Co. on 5 Nov was late (Judy Bergmann).
Sightings of single Philadelphia Vireos were made at Burr Oak
Woods, Jackson Co. on 9 Sep and La Benite Park, Jackson Co. on
11 Sep (RF). A total of 7 was banded at MWC 20 Sep-3 Oct (JH). A
single Fish Crow was still present at WD on 11 Oct (JWE). Nota-
ble numbers of Tree Swallows at MSL included 200+ on 26 Aug
and 500+ on 9 Sep (DE). Two late individuals were at Creve Coeur
Lake, St. Louis Co. on 29 Oct (MT). Flocks of 100+ Bank Swal-
lows were at SCNWR on 26 Aug (TR) and MSL on 26 Aug (DE).
Two late Barn Swallows were at Long Branch Lake, Macon Co.
on 4 Nov (JWE). There were scattered reports of Red-breasted
Nuthatch this fall, with the earliest at St. Joseph, Buchanan Co.
on 2 Sep (JH). A high of 4 was at Cuivre River SP, Lincoln Co. on
29 Oct (BR). A single Carolina Wren was at MSL on 12 Nov
(DE). A total of 5 Winter Wrens was banded at MWC, on 5, 6, 9,
16, & 28 Oct (JH). Others included 1 at SCNWR on 11 Nov and 2
at Bob McCormick CA, Holt Co., on 18 Nov (TR). High counts of
Sedge Wren this season included 26 at CCNWR on 5 Aug (JWE);
55-60 at Bob Brown CA, Holt Co. on 15 Aug (MR); 28 at CCNWR
on 19 Aug (JWE); and 25 at TRW on 23 Aug (SK). A single bird
lingered at BKL on 15 Oct (JWE). Two Marsh Wrens were
banded at MWC on 18 Sep & 6 Oct (JH).

KINGLETS THROUGH WARBLERS

A record early Ruby-crowned Kinglet was at TGP on 19 Aug
(JCh, acc.). A total of 48 was banded at MWC 17 Sep-24 Oct (JH).
Two reports of Veery were received: 1 in St. Louis on 3 Sep (MT),
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and 2 at Weston Bend SP, Platte Co., on 12 Sep (DW). Two Her-
mit Thrushes were still present at Bob McCormick CA, Holt Co..
on 18 Nov (TR). A late Gray Catbird was at Antimi Lake, Colum-
bia Cosmo Park, Boone Co. on 17 Nov (EW). A rare bird in north-
ern Missouri, a Northern Mockingbird was at Mound City, Holt
Co., on 22 Nov (TR). The earliest report of American Pipit was of
3 at SL on 30 Sep (RF). Several notably high counts were reported:
200 at 200; Hawk Point Sod Farm, Lincoln Co., on 21 Oct (JWE);
125+ at Mozingo Lake, Nodaway Co., 21 Oct (DE); 50 at Keeteman
Road Sod Farms, St. Charles Co., on 29 Oct (BR); and 200 at St.
Joseph, Buchanan Co., on the relatively late date of 18 Nov (RF).
There were two reports of Sprague's Pipit this season: 6 at St.
Joseph, Buchanan Co., on 22 Sep (MR), and 1 at TPCA on 29 Oct,
which was well studied for 30 minutes (JWE). Cedar Waxwings
were hard to come by this fall, so 200 at BCA on 18 Nov is worth
mention MT). A Blue-winged Warbler seen in St. Louis on 3
Sep was on the late side (MT). Single Golden-winged Warbler
see at BKL on 26 Aug (JWE) and at Burr Oak Woods, Jackson Co.
on 4 Sep were on the early side (RF). Sightings of Tennessee
Warbler included 3 early migrants at Cuivre River SP, Lincoln
Co. on 26 Aug (JWE); 3 at SCNWR on 5 Sep (TR); and 1 at Rocky
Forks Lake CA, Boone Co., on 18 Oct (EW). A total of 68 Orange-
crowned Warblers was banded at MWC 24 Sep-19 Oct (JH).
Late individuals were at Table Rock Lake, Taney Co. on 4 Nov
(Jerry Williams); and at Mound City, Holt Co. on 13 Nov (TR). A
total of 113 Nashville Warblers was banded at MWC, 31 Aug-18
Oct (JH). The earliest sighting was at SCNWR on 21 Aug (TR).
The only report of Yellow Warbler was a single migrant at
CCNWR on 19 Aug (JWE). An early migrating Chestnut-sided
Warbler was at Cuivre River SP, Lincoln Co. on 26 Aug (JWE).
Single Magnolia Warblers occurred at TGP on 9 Sep and 7 Oct
(JWE). There were five reports of Black-throated Blue War-
bler, the earliest being a female at Weston Bend SP, Platte Co., on
4 Sep (Dave Williams), and the latest being a male found by Jim
Hickner on 29 Sep at TGP that remained until 4 Oct (MT, JPM,
m. obs.). A high count of 139 Yellow-rumped Warblers was tal-
lied at Big Lake SP, Holt Co. on 11 Oct (TR). Another seasonal
highlight was the finding of a Yellow-rumped (Audubon’s)
Warbler (acc.) at THR on 25 Nov by JWE, also seen by SS and
JPU—providing one of the few records for Missouri. The first
sighting of Blackburnian Warbler was of 2 at Thurnau CA, Holt
Co., on 6 Sep (TR). Another notable warbler sighting was a male
Prairie Warbler at a feeder in Bonne Terre, St. Francois Co., on
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11-12 Nov (Jenny Gunn**; photographed), which is the latest re-
port of this species in fall by nearly two months. A rare fall Black-
poll Warbler was at Forest Park, St. Louis, on 23 Oct (Sherry
McCowan**, photographed). A Palm Warbler banded at Mingo
NWR, Stoddard Co. on 12 Oct, was of the expected western race,
palmarum (BE). Single migrant Black-and-white Warblers
were at Rush Bottoms CA, Holt Co., on 23 Aug (TR) and CCNWR
on 26 Aug (JWE). A well-described hybrid warbler was observed in
TGP on 20 Aug (BR). The bird behaved much like an American
Redstart, but was obviously a hybrid. A Northern Waterthrush
was at a feeder at Richmond Heights, St. Louis Co., on 12 Nov (M.
Voss**), which would be the latest fall record by far if accepted by
the MBRC. Five Louisiana Waterthrush were still present on
the Niangua River just below Bennett Springs SP, Dallas Co., on
20 Aug (MR). Single Connecticut Warblers were at Weston
Bend SP, Plaite Co., on 21 Aug, a relatively early date (DW, KD),
and at Valley Watermill, Greene Co. on 18 Sep (DT, Jan Horton).
An early migrant Mourning Warbler was sighted at MWC on 22
Aug (LL). A total of 6 of this species was banded at the banding
station at the same site through the fall migration (JH). A single
ad male Hooded Warbler (acc.), a probable breeder but casual in
western Missouri, was seen at Weston Bend SP on 10 Sep (KM).
The earliest report of Wilson’s Warbler was 2 at Rush Bottoms
CA, Holt Co., on 23 Aug (TR). A total of 20 was banded at MWC up
to 22 Sep (JH). The first Canada Warbler was reported at MWC
on 28 Aug (LL). Four were banded through the fall season at this
location. Other records of single birds are St. Louis. on 10 Sep
(MT), and Creve Coeur, St. Louis Co., on 20 Sep (JWE).

TANAGERS THROUGH FINCHES

The sole report of Spotted Towhee was of 3 at Little Bean
Marsh Natural Area, Plaite Co. on 8 Oct (DW). Single American
Tree Sparrows first appeared at THR on 28 Oct (JWE), and in
the Montrose Montrose area, St. Clair Co. on 29 Oct (JWE). The
seasonal high count was 9 at MSL on 4 Nov (DE). A high count for
Chipping Sparrow was 23 at THR on 20 Oct (EW). Only two re-
ports of Clay-colored Sparrow were received: 4 at Big Lake SP,
Holt Co. on 19 Oct (TR); and 1 at BCA on 28 Oct (MT). The earli-
est report of Vesper Sparrow was of 6 in Atchison Co. on 8 Aug,
probably breeders (TR). The first definite migrant was a bird at
Columbia Bottom CA, St. Louis Co. on 27 Aug (BR). Few were
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seen overall in the St. Louis area, with the latest being a single
bird at the Keeteman Road Sod Farms, St. Charles Co. on 29 Oct
(BR). A high count of Lark Sparrow was 19 in Atchison Co. on 8
Aug (TR). The first Savannah Sparrow reported was 1 at
SLNWR on 4 Sep (SK). Two Henslow's Sparrow were seen at
CCNWR, away from breeding areas, on 13 Aug (SS. JWE). Two
others were on the late side at Bois d'Arc CA, Greene Co. on 14 Oct
(CB). It was a superb fall for Le Conte's Sparrow. beginning
with two sightings on 30 Sep: 3 were at Union Ridge CA, Sullivan
Co. (PW), and 1 juv was at CCNWR (JWE). Among the nine other
reports were 6+ at CCNWR on 29 Oct (BR), and 1 banded at MWC
on 28 Oct (JH, LL). Nelson's Sharp-tailed Sparrows were re-
ported from six locations, the earliest being 1 at BKL on 30 Sep
(JWE), and 1 being record late at TRW on 6 Nov (LL). The most
seen at any one site was 5 at a WRP area in Linn Co. on 6 Oct
(SK). The first report of Fox Sparrow was 1 at CCNWR on 30
Sep (JWE). High counts included 10 at Atlanta CA, Macon Co. on
24 Oct (EW) and 15 at LCCL on 29 Oct (MT). This species in rare
in the Glaciated Plains section of the state, so 3 atg SCNWR on 8
Nov 1s noteworthy (TR). A total of 58 Song Sparrows was banded
at MWC (JH), and another high count of 75 was reported from
LCCL on 29 Oct (MT). A record early Lincoln’s Sparrow was at
Bigelow Marsh, Holt Co., on 31 Aug (TR), and 34 were banded at
MWC, the first on 13 Sep (JH). High counts of 50 at CCNWR and
15 at BKL was tallied on 30 Sep (JWE). The first Swamp Spar-
rows reported were 2 at TRW on 21 Sep (SK). A total of 30 was
banded at MWC, beginning on 30 Sep (JH). The first White-
throated Sparrows were reported on 25 Sep: 1 at TGP (JWE)
and the first individual of a total of 83 banded at MWC (JH). Early
single White-crowned Sparrows were at CCNWR on 30 Sep
(JWE) and TMP on 2 Oct (BE). The highest count reported was 50
at LCCL on 29 Oct MT). Small numbers of Harris's Sparrow
were reported, and a single individual at Atlanta CA, Macon Co.,
on 24 Oct (EW et al.) and an ad and 1%t year bird at Weldon Spring
CA, St. Charles Co., on 18 Nov (MT) are noteworthy. An early
Dark-eyed Junco was banded at the World Bird Sanctuary, St.
Louts Co. on 21 Sep (Pat Lueders et al.). The high count was 30 at
LCCL on 29 Oct (MT). First-of-season Lapland Longspurs were
a flock of 42 near Big Lake SP, Holt Co. on 23 Oct (TR). High
counts included 86 at the same location on 29 Oct (TR), and 376 at
Bradford Farms, Boone Co. on 9 Nov (JWE). The first Smith's
Longspur report included 1 seen and up to 4 heard at TPCA on
29 Oct (JWE). The only other report was 1 in Harrison Co. on 31
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Oct (SK). A definite migrating Rose-breasted Grosbeak was
first seen at CCNWR on 19 Aug (JWE). The latest report was 1 at
Cuivre River SP. Lincoln Co. on 7 Oct (JWE). The only report, and
high count, of Blue Grosbeaks were 14 in Lincoln Co. on 26 Aug
(JWE). Similarly, 50 Indigo Buntings were counted at TMP on 2
Oct (BE). A male Painted Bunting remained at the Katy Trail
Access, St. Charles Co., where 1t summered and was seen into Aug
(m. obs.). Two reports of Snow Bunting were 1 at Bradford
Farms, Boone Co. on 4 Nov (fide BG), constituting a rare fall re-
cord for central Missouri; and 1 juv. at MSL on 25 Nov (DE). A
record high fall count for Dickcissel was 92 seen at Bigelow
Marsh, Holt Co. on 31 Aug (TR). Migrating Bobolinks are often
difficult to find, but there were five reports this fall, the earliest
being 1 at BKL on 13 Aug (JWE). Others included 3 at CCNWR on
13 Aug (JWE); 40 at TRW on 14 Sep (SK); and 4 on the late side at
Confluence SP, St. Charles Co. on 30 Sep (BR). Four were near-
record late at CCNWR on 7 Oct (JWE). About 20 Western Mead-
owlarks at the Rosecrans Airport area, Buchanan Co. on 22 Sep
had increased to 130+ by 13 Oct (MR). Also notable was a single
bird at the Keeteman Road Sod Farms, St. Charles Co. on 29
Oct—in eastern Missouri, where status and dates of arrival are
uncertain (BR). The earliest report of Rusty Blackbird was a fem
at Columbia Bottom CA, St. Louis Co., 15 Oct (BR). High counts
included 64 at SCNWR on 22 Oct (TR); 25 at CCNWR, Pike Co., on
29 Oct; and 100+ at Nodaway Valley CA, Holt Co. on 14 Nov (DE).
There were three reports of Brewer's Blackbird, all on 29 Oct:
30 at TPCA (JWE); 250+ at the Keeteman Road Sod Farms, Si.
Charles Co. (BR); and 50 at CCNWR (BR). Great-tailed Grackle
were at several locations, the earliest being 1 at THR on 8 Oct
(JPU), farther east than normally expected. A high count of 64
was tallied at Mound City, Holt Co., on 22 Oct (TR). A single bird
was also recorded at CCNWR on 19 Nov, also east of its normal
range (JWE). Of particular concern, there was only one report of a
Purple Finch—a single bird at Mound City, Holt Co., on 22 Nov
(TR). The earliest Pine Siskin report was of 7 in the Hawk Point
area, Lincoln Co., on 21 Oct (JWE), and the 3 in the flock below.
